Board of Directors

There are three types of Governing boards affiliated with non-profit organizations, all of which serve a particular function or need of the organization.  There is the Policymaking board, Governing/Administration board, and Advisory board, which has no governing responsibilities.

Policymaking

A policymaking board acts as the significant body for an organization and typically makes decisions on the direction of the organization’s programs, the allocation of funds, and other administrative policies.  Policy boards have the authority to hire and fire the executive director who reports directly to them.

Governing and Administration

Governing or administrative board is a managerial type of board whose members may or may not receive compensation, depending on the organization's" Articles of Incorporation" and its state's statutes that address the issue of compensation for nonprofit board members.  In addition to making policy and program decisions, members of administrative boards are directly involved in the management of the organization because typically it has no paid staff.  This type board does the work of staff.

Advisory

An advisory board usually exists alongside an organization's policy/governing board.  It is an ad-hoc group of individuals assembled for a particular reason, and it meets infrequently or is called together in a crisis.  It has no real authority.  An advisory board may make recommendations upon request, or it may be called on for advice in problem solving or planning.  The executive director and other managers are not responsible to their advisory board, nor are they required to heed their recommendations.  Typically, advisory boards are used in the area of financial development.  Their involvement in fund raising may be direct or indirect.  Advisory boards are directly involved in fund raising when their responsibilities in solicitations are defined.  Advisory boards are indirectly involved in fund raising if they are part of a group of individuals assembled to lend their prestigious names to an institution and are so listed.  They are recruited for that name-lending purpose only.  It is assumed their connection with the organization will attract attention and perhaps provide leverage for contributions.
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
