Frequently Asked Questions

Q:  What is Jaliya, Inc.?

A:  It is a thriving organization of service and community-minded individuals who support the social and academic development of children, young adults, and adults of Santa Clara County/Silicon Valley.

Q:  Who are the Guardians of the Word?

A: The Guardians of the Word are the official musicians (Jelis) and outreach arm of Jaliya, Inc.  The objective being to emulate Manding society tradition found primarily in Mali, West Africa.  Where Jelis (historians, praise singers, and musicians) were councils to kings and tutored royal families.  

Q:  What do Jelis do?

A:  In the thirteenth century, they served as the messengers, story tellers, historians and praise singers in the Malian Empire, Mali, West Africa; they used percussive instruments to accompany the citing of history, myths and proverbs.  They were able to improvise on the spot while they played their drums and quoted historical and current events. 

Q:  Do Jelis still exist?

A:  Yes, the ancient art form of Jaliya is still practiced today long after the fall of the Malian Empire in 1468.  Jelis are the embodiment of many storytellers, dancers, singers and other entertainers and artist of African origins.

Q:  What’s the significance of what Guardians of the Word do?

A:  Emulating the Jelis of old and through our organizational platform, we tell stories about a people of Africa and African heritage that most of our everyday texts may not cover.  We elaborate upon various subjects through songs, drumming and rituals using a delivery mechanism that has been passed down from generation to generation.

Q:  For whom have the Guardians of the Word performed?

A:  The Guardians of the Word have performed at weddings, graduations, cultural celebrations and music festivals.  They have also performed at elementary schools, middle schools, high schools and colleges entertaining and informing an audience of all ages and ethnicity.

Q:  Would Jaliya be able to tailor their program to fit an occasion or a theme?

A:  Jaliya showcases African/African American literary and artistic works portrayed through folk tales, music, dance movement, arts and crafts.  Jaliya and its writers can tailor programs to fit most requests.
